Olaudah Equiano was one of the most prominent black campaigners in the anti-slavery

% campaign. He was an ex-slave who, by the 1780s, lived as a free man in London.

William Wilberforce was the main figurehead in Parliament for the Abolitionist

William campaign. He was recruited by Thomas Clarkson, who recognised that, in order
Wilberforce | to get Parliament to change the law, the anti-slavery cause needed a brilliant

advocate inside Parliament itself.
