Ideally pupils will remove earrings however, pupils unable to remove earrings should make them safe by
taping, front and back, which may offer a measure of protection. The taping should be sufficient to prevent the stud post pene-
trating the bone behind the ear should an unintentional blow be received from equipment such as a ball or a person. The tap-
ing may be done at home for younger children (as stated Safe Practice in PE and School Sport and Physical Activity 2016).
